You must have lots of evi-
dence that the ball is in the hazard, if not and you can't find the ball in 5 minutes, then it is lost and you 
must go back and play it from where you last hit the ball.  
  
Stroke play at Cotton Creek was played on the Cypress Lake side.  It was our last stroke play tournament 
there.  WAGA will be having the Seniors there next year in October.  No major rulings, since most of the la-
dies knew what to do.  But it was hot.
